B- Installation and Setup

The valve should be installed 1n horizontal
and vertical line to DN50 si1ze but for higher
than DN200 size you must be installed in
honzontal line. After installing, you should
be sure that the wvalve does not under
pressure from other valves, but if you feel
pressure please put a support on the line for
more size to decrease the pressure. Please
attention to the warning the notes for
preventing the condensation 1n steam system
line. You should use steam trap after the
valve. Before putting the wvalve to
operation, please check the matenial like
pressure and temperature. If you want to
have stable flow in the lines you should
install the wvalve directly in internal and
external valve.
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The valve size should be 6X the
pipelines. Please attention to the
stream on the wvalve body.

C- Maintenance and Repair
One of the most important
reason for damage of this valve
1s a stramer. If you do not use
the strammer, the existence
foreign particle damage to seat
and plug. Valve mounting such
as actuators, hand wheels and
hoods must not be used to take
extra forces. They are not
designed for use as climbing
aids, or as connecting points for
hfting gear. The product has
resistance against pamnting and
we can use in high temperature
but please do not hit them.
Please keep the thread and shaft
of the stem free from paint. In
the bellows wvalves, we use
packing for montaging If the
bellows has damaged, you can
hold 1t tightly to your line. The
period of guarantee 1s 18
months. It 1s not include
damage during transport. There
1s a grease fitting section in the
valve bonnet to create the
grease fittmg It must be
considered that you must grease
fitting inside of the walve
bonnet at least once a month
until the hand wheel can be
open and close easily.
