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A— General information and
Safety Principles

1-General Information
This valve saves output pressure on
adjusted volume and does not let 1t
to change. Valve 1s normally open
and if output pressure goes up, it
will be closed gradually. Correct
direction of flow is ditched on the
valve. Place of plug and distance
within seat and plug defines output
volume of fluid from valve. A little
pilot system 1s embedded in this
valve. This pilot system 1s a PRV
valve and 1t produced with EYVAZ
Company to reduce pressure and it
has to be installed in parallel
position with a 3/8" pipe to the
valve. Adjust volume of PRV must
fit output pressure of valve and in
this way extra pressure will be

conducted to actuator. This pressure

will affect SS accordion piece of

actuator and the transferred to plug.

This process decrease distance

between seat and plug and so output

pressure stays under control.
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2. Notable Points about Device
2-1. Correct Operation

The correct operation of unit 1s guaranteed
if only 1t 1s installed. started up and getting
maintenance by qualified and skilled
person, and most importantly, based on 1ts

instruction.
2-2. Safety points

Before start to umit's installation, start up
or maintenance, you must be sure that you

have good and suitable tools.

First get assure that temperature and
pressure of your inquired valve fits your

location.

Before detaching the valve to repair, get

assure that there 1s not any fluid inside it.

B- Setup and Installation

This valve must be installed honizontally
in pipelines and n this way actuator will
be vertical and downside. Pay attention to
flow direction mark on the valve. After
installation get assure that 1t 1s not
compressed with pipeline. Because of its
weight, this valve must have a supporting

guide close to connection place.
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This will prevent shakes to
damage the valve. Never use any
kind of shackles to stop shaking of
valve or actuator. To get assure of
correct operation of the wvalve,
always use pressure gauge before
and after the valve with 1 meter
distance of it. Use a stramer in
output of valve and so you can
prevent extra offal and fling to
enter the valve, unless valve will
be damaged. While installing pay
attention that imput side must be a
little upper than output side
(Inclined on flow direction) to
avoid condense accumulation. It 1s
recommended to use a shut off
valve before PCV and another on
after 1t (By-pass). While servicing
or repairing PCV, you can close
these shut off valves.

C- Maintenance

One of the most important things
that damage this valve 1s lack of
stramner to prevent from offal to
enter the valve. Sometime seat and
plug mught be damaged. This will
lead to increase pressure. If such a
problem occurred, just call the
manufacturer as soon as possible.
